Residents of Billings typically go Downtown for work, shopping, or dining.  However, there is another side to Downtown Billings that often goes ignored or unnoticed.  Poverty within Billings finds adults battling unemployment; men, women, and children dealing with homelessness; and families struggling with hunger.

This is your opportunity to learn about and PLUNGE into justice issues in Billings. 

The BCCM Plunge is a 48 hour experience which provides college students the opportunity to immerse themselves into issues that our marginalized brothers and sisters experience every day.  Students will live simply, do direct hands-on service, learn about and discuss issues with local service agencies, and speak with those afflicted by poverty.

Goals for BCCM Plunge

1. Provide opportunity for college students to “plunge” into the experience of poverty in downtown Billings

2. Educate students, through sharing sessions, guided reflections, and direct hands-on service, about SVDP and area agencies that serve the marginalized within Billings

3. Introduce students to Catholic Social Teaching and reflect upon the connection between spirituality and social justice

4. Encourage students, empowered by knowledge and experience, to find ways to serve within the greater Billings community
Student Participant Requirements

1. Attend Pre-Plunge Meeting

2. Provide all necessary documents and paperwork to BCCM Director

3. Pay $20 food/lodging cost for weekend.

4. Be fully present and participatory throughout weekend activities, including hands-on service, sharing sessions, group reflections, etc.


There is no fundraising requirement for this weekend.
